Widbrook United was formed in 1982 and is based in the Widley and Purbrook area of Waterlooville, Hampshire, England. From the early days of that first team, the Club has grown in size and now runs teams and trains at all age groups from under 6 upwards. The distinctive colours of Red and Black were there from the start of the Club.
The Club's teams play their football in three Hampshire based leagues, the Portsmouth Youth Football League , Mid Solent Youth League , Portsmouth Saturday league, Winchester and District Girls League and the Hampshire County Women’s League.

The badge therefore shows, in stylistic form, a willow tree over a stream (the sprite not included)...
